Attendance at a Pre-Cana marriage preparation 
program is required in accordance with 
Archdiocesan policy.  
Anointing of the Sick is available to the dying 
and those who are elderly, sick or preparing for 
surgery. Please contact the Parish Office.  
Communion Calls are made monthly by clergy 
and weekly by Extraordinary Ministers of Holy 
Communion. To place a homebound individual on 
the Communion Call list, please call the Parish 
Office.

You may call the 
Parish Office at 215-362-7400 to make an 
appointment to register. In order to receive the 
sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation and 
Marriage, or Letters of Eligibility for sponsorship 
at Baptism or Confirmation, you must be a 
registered parishioner.
