     UNDERSTANDING THE REVISED MASS TEXTS (9 of 11)  
New Words: A Deeper Meaning, but the Same Mass 

 
THE MYSTERY OF FAITH 

During the Eucharistic Prayer, immediately following the Institution Narrative, we 
have been accustomed to hearing the priest say or sing, “Let us proclaim the mystery of Faith.” To be more 
faithful to the Latin text, the priest will now say or sing, “The mystery of Faith.” It is meant to be a simple, 
faith-filled statement, which keeps our words directed to God our Father, rather than “us.” This will make 
the language consistent with the rest of the text which precedes it. Our response will then come in three 
forms: 
 

We proclaim your Death, O Lord,  
and profess your Resurrection  
until you come again.  
 

When we eat this Bread and drink this Cup,  
we proclaim your Death, O Lord,  
until you come again.  

 
Save us, Savior of the world,  

for by your Cross and Resurrection  
you have set us free. 

 
These responses are revisions based on the three Latin acclamations found in the Roman Missal. Notice 
that the fourth response that we are accustomed to (“Christ has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come 
again”) has not been included in the new Missal, because it is not based on one of the original Latin accla-
mations. Also, this particular acclamation is speaking “about” Christ, while the other three are actually 
speaking “to” Him. It is important to understand that the purpose of these acclamations is to address our 
Lord as people who share in His Eucharistic Sacrifice, and await its ultimate fulfillment in Heaven. 
 
For more information on this and other revisions, the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops
